Ed Brown as President of the Board of Education

Ed Brown was first elected to the Albany School Board in a highly competitive citywide election in November of 2002. As a Board member he has served on the Facilities Committee, the Policy Committee and the Academic Committee. In January 2005 his colleagues on the Board unanimously elected him Vice-President. 
Ed ascended to the presidency of the Board, in August 2005, when the position was vacated by a sudden resignation. In January 2006 his colleagues again looked to him for leadership by electing him to a full term as President in his own right.

As the Board’s Chief Executive Officer, Ed duties include but are not limited to the following:
· Oversees the Superintendent in managing a school district staff of more than 1,650 employees, inclusive of 900 teachers and 60 administrators, located in an urban educational system of 19 schools inclusive of 12 elementary schools, 3 middle schools, 2 high schools and several innovative alternative educational programs;
· Leads the Board in performing its responsibilities that include, but are not limited to, establishing standards and goals for educational delivery; hiring and supervising a District Superintendent; determining the content of and managing a voter approved budget  of 168 million dollars; overseeing a facilities construction plan funded by a 185+ million dollar bond issue; determining the annual homestead & business tax levy; and overseeing the implementation of an academic curriculum for the educational uplifting of a diversified population of  approximately ten-thousand students, in a safe learning environment.
· Reviews & provides final sign-off on critical documents related to the district’s day-to-day operations and financial well-being. This includes acting as the district Chief Fiscal Officer for bond signing purposes.
· Speaks for the Board and District;

· Represents the Board in the press & community;

· Establishes the agenda for Board Meetings with Board Officers and District Superintendent; and
· Presides over Board meetings.
