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There are 186 approved, operating school based health centers (SBHCs) in New York State:

· 122 (66%) are located in New York City; and
· 64 (34%) are located in the rest of the state.



The 186 SBHCs are sponsored by 55 providers, which include:

· 34 hospitals; and 
· 21 diagnostic and treatment centers.

The urban, suburban and rural distribution of the 186 SBHCs is:

· 150 (81%) in urban areas; 
· 3 (2%) in downstate suburban areas;
· 6 (3%) in upstate suburban areas;
· 6 (3%) in upstate small city areas; and 
· 21 (11%) in rural areas. 

SBHCs are located in six different school grade configurations, which include:

· 78 (42%) in primary/elementary schools;
· 22 (12%) in elementary/middle schools;
· 30 (16%) in junior high schools/middle schools;
· 9 (5%) in junior high/high schools;
· 36 (19%) in high schools; and
· 11 (6%) in K-12 central schools.

There are 205,000 students in the 186 schools with SBHCs.

· 138,500 (68%) of these students are enrolled in a SBHC.
· The following graph shows school and SBHC enrollment by school type: 
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The average percentage of students eligible for the free and reduced lunch program in 

schools with SBHCs is 77%*.

· Eligibility is based on a family’s income being at or below 185% of the Federal Poverty Level.

· The following graph shows the distribution of schools with SBHCs by the percent of students eligible for the free/reduced lunch program. 
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More than 75% of SBHC enrollees are Hispanic/Latino or Black/Non-Hispanic.

· Medicaid (36%);




· Private Insurance (18%);

· Child Health Plus (6%)

· Other (4%);

· None (27%); and

Services in SBHCs:

· 
All SBHCs provide comprehensive primary and preventive health care. 
· 8 SBHC providers that sponsor 28 SBHCs receive School Health Program grants to provide dental services on site.

· 12 SBHC providers that sponsor 30 SBHCs receive School Health Program grants to provide tobacco-use prevention and cessation.  

· 114 of the 186 (62%) SBHCs provide mental health services on site.
  

SBHCs provided nearly 554,000 visits* annually for both enrolled and non-enrolled students.

The top five primary reasons for students’ visits to SBHCs include*:

· routine health visit  (20%);
· emotional problems (14%);
· injuries and poisonings (11%); and
· respiratory problems (9%);
· diffuse symptoms (9%).
About half of all SBHC visits are made by elementary school students and half by adolescents.
